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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN

in accordance with the education system, all students shall abide by these rules & regulations of Adroit Knowledge

PURPOSE :-
The purpose of this documentis
- tohelp foster good discipline in each and every student completing schooling.
- tofacilitate the inculcation of good citizenship values, along with religious and cultural values.
- to aid the school in fostering respectability, productivity, knowledge, skills and instill good health in students.
PLACE OF REGULATION :-
These regulations are imposed on to all students studying inAdroit Knowledge School (AKS). These regulations will be
implemented by schdol and people involved in providing education. ‘
ARTICLES '
1. Respecting the Laws and Regulations
i) Every student mustfollow the laws and principles, fulfill the obligatory duties and refrain from wrong doings.
ii) Every student must abide by the laws, rules and regulations of the school.
2. School Attendance
Adisciplined life is a key to success. Make Your child punctual and disciplined by sending him/ her to school ontime, delay of §
10 min makes a difference where each minute is meaningful.
i) Everystudent should come to school on time. Students participating in any extra activities should be punctual to the activity
as Well.
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ii) Studentabsentfrom school due toillness or any other valid reason must present a written reason for the absence, from the
parent/guardian to the school. When the student returns to school, it is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to send the
application to school and the class teacher should sign this application as well.

iii) Regularity is expected from the student. Minimum 75% attendance is compulsory for the student to appear in final
examination. An exemption of 25% is provided on medical ground or leave taken due to unavoidable circumstances supported by
the documentary proof.

iv) Monthly attendance should be 80%, parents to take care of that.

V) Student infected with a communicable disease, must present a medical certificate from a certified medical practitioner,
when the student returns ta school.

3. Things needed for School

i) All necessary materials should be brought to school according fo the school timetable and any material requested by the
school should be brought to school too. Other unnecessary things are not allowed in school and itis the responsibility of the parent/
guardian to see that such unnecessarythings are not brought to school.

ii) Materials brought to the school including the stationery, should be relevant to age and grade. In this respect, the materials
broughtshould not be very expensive.

4. School Uniform and dress Code

A sense of respect is expected towards uniform. A student wearing faded, untidy and torn uniform will not be entertained in
school.

i) Every student should attend school and other places representing ﬂ'le school wearing the school uniform. This will not be
followed in cases where the school has arranged activities that do not require the normal uniform.

i) Jewellery is not permitted in school. Ifanyone wears, then it is the responsibility of the student & notthe school.
iii) Hair of every student mustbe kept trimmed, neatand clean.

iv) Nails should be cut short and clean.

v) Make-upis notpermitted with the school uniform. (Exception when involved with any activity related to school.)

vi) Dying, colouring of hair and applying hair gel are not permitted. Nail paint, mehandi, tatoos on hands, jewellery items are
prohibited and such studentwill notbe allowed in classroom.

5. Students Travelling Out of Station.

i) Parent/guardian of student travelling out of station during tl:e school days should inform in writing to the school and seek
approval for the same in Written. ?

6. Protection fo School Properties and Rights of Other Students

i) Students are not allowed to harm any student, property and/or building inside or out side the school. Getting involved with
ofners in such destructive behaviour is prohibited.

ii) Students are not permitted to take or use another student's belongings without their prior permission.

iii) If a student does harm to another student, Person, school Property or building, the full responsibility of the action and
damage has to be taken by that particular student and his/her paren/guardian.

7. Participating in Activities Outside the School.

i) Astudent can appear in films, public shows record music for music albums only after consent has been sought from the
school. This consent will be given by the school, after the role of the student is assessed by the school, when the parent/guardian
submits a written request for consent to the school.
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Socia!, Ethical and Moral Considerations for Students.

i) Every student mustrespectand obey their parent.

ii) Every student mustobey and respectschool heads, teachers and staff of the school.

iii) Every student should show respect and use appropriate language in communicating with others.

iv) Every student should be punctual to school and use the time valuably.

v) Every student should make good use of the opportunities presented to them. Be committed and hard working.
vi) Every student should learn to economize.

Things Prohibited to Students.

i) Smoking

i) Expensive items like jewellery, watches, mobile phones or monetary items.

iii) Riding vehicles withoutthe license.

iv) Being in the school uniform other than for school activities.

v) Beinga partor participating in any riots, chaos, fighting, and rallies.

Taking Action Against Children Who Breaches Above Mentioned Rules and Regulations.
i) Recording the problem and giving advice on them.

ii) Suspending from sports and other activities according to the school policy.

iii) Keeping children after school and completing a task (appropriate for students) given by the school.
iv) Informing the parent and reminding the parent of their duty.

v) Warning about expelling the student from school.

vi) Expelling the studentform schoaol.

Publication of Student's Work or Photographs:

Permission for photographs of the child to be taken during school activities. If photograpﬁs are taken, this would
be for the purpose of educating students, promoting the school, or promoting public education. The school can publish
photographs and samples of your child's work.

The school may publish photographs of your child and/or samples of work done by your child in a variety of ways.
The publications could include, but are not limited to, school newsletters (online and in hard copy), Department of Education
and Training or internet websites, school annual magazines, local newspapers. If published third parties would be able to view
the photographs and work pamphlets, school prospectus and hoardings.

i) The school is able to publish photographs of your child and samples of your child's work as many times as it requires in the
ways mentioned above.

ii) Your child's photograph may be reproduced either in colour orin black and white.

iii) The school will not use your child's photograph or samples of your child's work for any purpose other than for the education
of student or for the general promotion of public education and the school. Whilst every effort will be made to protect the
identity of your child the Department of Education and Training cannot guarantee that your child will not be able to be identified
from the photograph or work.
